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INSPIRATIONAL VISIT TO ST PETER’S COLLEGE - OXFORD UNIVERSITY

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Students were introduced to university by exploring what it's like to study at
Oxford, and what Oxford are looking for in a prospective student. This was
followed by a question and answer session with current undergraduate students,
a tour of the campus, including the notorious library, Masters common room and
lunch in the prestigious dining hall.

the case with a traditional university-based degree. Students who take this route also gain invaluable
experience of the role over the 4-5 years apprenticeship whilst also earning a salary.
